Audiovisual List

For a training of any length by Lisa Najavits or her associates, please have available the following:

1.    FORMCHECKBOX 
  LCD projector (for PowerPoint presentation); this is essential. The trainer will bring a computer; however, it’s good to have your own computer on hand in case of technical problems. 

2.    FORMCHECKBOX 
  Sound sytem to play video clips.  A computer or LCD system can play DVDs, but requires an external sound system to be loud enough for the entire room.  Please obtain whatever is needed in advance and verify the sound level. The trainer does not bring sound system materials such as audio cables, etc. 

3.    FORMCHECKBOX 
  A way to play video clips. The trainer can play DVDs / video clips from the computer, but it’s up to you if you prefer to use some other method such as a separate DVD player. 

4.    FORMCHECKBOX 
  Microphone. This is needed unless it’s a small room and a small group). The type of

microphone is up to you (handheld or lavalier). For a very large audience, it’s optional but you

may want  to have an extra handheld microphone that can be passed to audience members for

questions during the training.

Handy tips: (a) Create your audiovisual setup so that the trainer is not standing in front of the screen, as audience members do not like their view of the screen blocked.  You can have the trainer off to the side of the screen, for example. (b) Test all audiovisual equipment in advance.
